The selected fellows will be

awarded fellowship of Rs.17,600/- (Rupees Seventeen Thousand and Six Hundred only) per

month with Contingency Grant of Rs.16,500/- (Rupees Sixteen Thousand and Five Hundred

only) per annum for a period of Two years.

General Information:

The maximum number of Junior ResearchyFellowships (JRF) to be awarded for 2024-
2025 is eighty (80) only, applying the usual reservation for SC, ST & PwD.

The Fellowship is a whole-time engagemient for researeh work and cannot be combined

V. Examination Format:

e The examination will be conducted in 02 Stages.
Stage- I: Total 100 marks

i. Stage-l examination will consist of 100 online objective type questions. Each
question will carry 01 mark.

ii.  There will be no negative marking.

iii. The candidate has to choose his/her areaof specialization (Ancient/ Medieval/
Modern India) at the time of filling online JRF application form. All the questions in
the examination will be based on the area ofispecializatioh opted by the candidate in
the application form.

iv.  Questions will bejfboth language English & Hindi i.e., bilingual.
STAGE-II: Total 60 marks

i.  The candidates'shortlisted on the basis of merit of Stage- | examination will be called
for the Presentation-cums=intérview.

ii. Each shortlistedycandidate will make a presentation based on his/her registered
Ph.D. research topic (8-10 minutes, preferably on Power Point) followed by an
interview.

iii.  Presentation-cum-Interview will carry a maximum of 60 marks.

exam while coming for the Presentation-cum-Interview.
